4 Simple Steps to Improve Your Worship

For nearly anyone, worship can become a bit routine at times. We know it is invaluable,
but we are human; thus, we struggle at times to stay truly engaged and thoughtful
throughout worship.

Some people think that it would take a major change to get out of the rut or to make wor-
ship more meaningful. Tragically, some stop coming. Just as tragically, some think they
must change God’s pattern for worship and have bands, light shows, and more just to en-
hance the experience.

There are far simpler steps that each person can take to improve worship for themselves,
while making certain they still worship “in spirit and in truth” (John 4:24).

1 - Prepare beforehand. By taking 5 or 10 minutes on Saturday night to sing a song and
pray, our mind is headed in the right direction. Laying out clothes in advance so that the
Sunday morning rush is less crazy. On the way to the building, listen to some worship mu-
sic or talk about the activities youw'll soon be enjoying! Just this one step, I promise, will
revolutionize your worship.

2 - Arrive on time (or a little early). If you are constantly late, you have missed a critical
part of worship and you spend the rest of your time playing catch-up in your mind. If you
are present on time, you've had a chance to settle in and your mind is fresh and ready to
worship from the first moment.

3 - Sit closer to the front. It is a whole different world! It’s not a sin to sit in the back, by
definition, someone will always be “in the back”. If you are in a rut, you will be amazed by
how much easier it is to stay focused if you move up a few rows. Just this change in scen-
ery is enough to trigger your mind to be more focused.

4 - Remember that God is your Audience. In the end, your goal is to give your best for Him,
not just to see what you can get out of worship time.
